	Section 2: Requirements of Training

	Chapter 81.60 RCW sets the regulations for Railroad Police. As the commissioning authority for railroad police, CJTC requires railroad police officers to complete either the basic law enforcement academy or the basic law enforcement equivalency academy prior to issuing an Oath of Office. 
As a prerequisite to attend the basic academy, WAC 139-07-020, requires the agency to complete its own criminal records check to include a search of state and national criminal history check through the submission of fingerprints to an appropriate agency/agencies. This requirement was met on:      
· Basic Law Enforcement Academy, applicants must attend the first available course offered after hire date, please refer to WAC 139-05-200 for admission requirements. 
· Basic Equivalency Academy, applicants must attend the first available course offered after hire date, please refer to WAC 139-05-210 for admission requirements.
